AN ACT

To enact R.S. 17:81(Q) and 3996(B){21), relative to fire salety and prevention equipment
at public elementary and secondary schools; to require the governing authority of a
public elementary or secondary school 1o adopt and implement policics relative o
the inspection and operation of all fire safcty and prevention equipment at a school,
including but not fimited to fire alarm and smoke detection devices; to provide policy
guidelines; to provide for the duties of the office of ihe state fire marshal; to provide
an effective date; and to provide for related matters.

Be il enacted by the Legislature of Louisiana:
Section 1. R.S. [7:81(Q) and 3996(B)(21) arc hercby enacted to read as follows:
§81. General powers of city, amnd parish, and other local public school boards

Q.(1) In addition to any other provision of applicable law. rule. regulation,

or code. cach city, parish. and other local public school board shall adopt and

implement poticics providing for inspections by qualified persons of all fire safety

and prevention eguipment. including but not limited to fire alarm and smoke

detection devices at cach school under its jurisdiction al least twice during each

school vear and to require that all necessary actions be taken by appropriale persons

in a timely manner to assure that all such equipment is in good working order and

meets the need for which intended. Such pelicies shall provide. at a minimum. that

any_emplovee of the board who perforims an inspection pursuant o this Subsection
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
